A secular state is an idea pertaining to secularity, whereby a state is or purports to be officially neutral in
matters of religion, supporting neither religion nor irreligion. A secular state claims to treat all its citizens
equally regardless of religion, and claims to avoid preferential treatment for a citizen based on their religious
beliefs, affiliation or lack of either over those with other profiles. It typically promotes legal equality between
people of different religions, opposing a legal hierarchy on the basis of religious belief or lack of religious
belief. It is also associated with a separation of church and state, considering these to be two distinct entities
that should be treated separately. With the 42nd Amendment of the Constitution of India (1976), the
Preamble to the Constitution asserted that India is a "secular" nation. The meaning of a secular state is
that it does not prioritize any one religion for the country and its people. Some of the popular examples of
constitutionally secular countries in the world are India, France, USA, South Korea, Mexico, etc.
